How to play:
1.	 Pick up a log sheet from your local branch. One log per person.  

2.	 Complete a square by doing the activity listed. Activities include reading magazines, graphic novels, biographies, and 
more. Ebooks and audiobooks count. Please do not use the same book to mark off multiple squares. 

3.	 Complete 5 squares to make a bingo. Bingos may be made by going straight across, up and down, or diagonally.  

4.	 When you have completed a bingo, come to the library, have your log stamped, collect your prize and turn in the 
attached drawing slip.

•	 A Tacoma Public Library book bag
